Born in Quito, Ecuador, Washington
Garcia has a special fondness for the
Tchaikovsky concerto, as this was the
piece he played when he first appeared
with the National Symphony Orchestra
of Ecuador for his Bachelor’s graduation
from the National Conservatory of
Music in Quito. The concerto is noted
for Tchaikovsky’s use of the full orches-
tral range, as if the piano is accompany-
ing the orchestra, rather than the other
way arouncd.

Garcia has won first prizes at the
Guillermo Wright-Vallarino National
Piano Competition in Quito and the
Elizabeth Davis Memorial Piano Compe-
tition in Washington, D.C., as well as
